foster care?

Å23% are less than 2 years old

Å36% are between 3 and 9 years old

Å17% are between 10 and 13 years old

Å24% are between 13 and 17 years old

Å50% are male and 50% are female

Å63% are Caucasian, 30% are African-American, 

7% other ethnicity

There are currently 60 children in our community whose parentsô

rights have been terminated leaving the children in search for a

permanent, loving home.

For these children, their greatest wish is to have:

-Someone to call Mom or Dad

-Someone to call when they achieve greatness or experience loss

-Someone with which to share holidays, birthdays, and special  

occasions 

-Somewhere to call HOME

We will restore families, support caring relatives, connect children with 

loving homes, and prepare adolescents for adulthood.

× We have created intervention and prevention programs:  Crisis 

Response Team, Kinship Care Program, Family Coach 

Program, Family Transitions Program.

× We have strengthened community awareness and outreach 

programs.

× We have developed a Mentor program to better assist 

teenagers who are aging out of foster care.

× More foster children are being reunited with their families.  We 

saw a 300% increase in 05/06 over the 04/05 fiscal year.

× Last year, 145 children were placed with adoptive families.
